The Ten Commandments of      
Discipline are:  

Calm down, think and use your 
common sense 

Be both firm and kind.             
Know that you have authority but 
use it fairly 

Provide Choices for your child  

Mean what you say and say it at 
the childõs level. Be clear; explain 
things fully 

Separate the deed from the doer. 
Correct their behavior; donõt attack 
their self-esteem 

Help your kids make their 
own decisions  

Set a good example and praise 
kids when they do something 
right  

Talk less, act more. Correct 
kids right away, then forgive 
and comfort them 

If what youõre doing doesnõt 
work, change it. Try to use 
a balance of techniques. 

Do not use physical punish-
ment . We want to teach, not 
hurt our kids.  (FP may not 
use physical punishment)
