FOSTER PARENT REQUIREMENTS

ò Over 21

ò Pass a Criminal Background Check (criminal history will impact your 
application)

ò Everyone in the home over the age of 18 must have fingerprint clearances 
on file

ò Have at least one available bedroom (with a separate bed for each child)

ò You may be single or married (if single, you need a back-up baby-sitter 
already established)

ò Back-up baby-sitter is also required to fingerprint and do other paperwork

ò You may own or rent your home or apartment

ò If own, a copy of Home Ownerõs Insurance must be provided

ò If renting, a signed agreement from the landlord must be provided (agency 
provides form)



BASIC REQUIREMENTS CONTé

òYour home must pass a state required Home 

Safety Check 

òYou must have an active land-line telephone

òHave a regular source of income to support 

your own monthly expenses.

òCA. Driverõs License (BOTH PARENTS need a 

valid Driverõs License



DETAILS OF THE APPLICATION PROCESS

òPre-Orientation Interview
Both Potential Foster Parents need to attend

òFingerprint Clearances (DOJ, FBI & CAIC):

EVERYONEliving in the home over the age of 18 must have a 

fingerprint clearance with a clean background for at least 10 years 

(criminal history will impact your application).



NEXT STEPSéé

ORIENTATION PRE ðCERTIFICATION TRAINING

ò Documentation given ðDocs are turned 
in during Pre-Cert. Training

ò Orientation Packet (agency paperwork)

ò Driving Record Print Out (DMV Printout)

ò Color Copy of California Driverõs License 
(taken at the time of Interview)

ò Vehicle Insurance & Registration: valid 
insurance & registration for ALL 
VEHICLES

ò Home Ownerõs Insurance (if applicable)

ò First Aid and CPR Training: required from 
the primary parent in the home

ò Pre-Certification Training serves as 
an introduction to the foster care 
system, its goals, objectives, 
responsibilities, rules and 
regulations for New Millennium 
Foster Family Agency and the State 
of California. Pre-Certification is 6 
hours of Rules & Regulations and 
Child Abuse.

ò Both Potential Foster Parents need 
to attend. This is provided by NMFFA, 
& is set up once per month on a 
Saturday from 9am to 2pm. at both 
our Sacramento and Lodi Offices.

ò *Orientation Packets are turned in 
during this training*

HOME SAFETY CHECK/EVAL HOME STUDY

ò Items needed in the home include:

ò Separate bed for each child

ò First Aid Kit

ò Fire Extinguisher(s)

ò Smoke Detector(s)

ò Infant or child car seat (if small 
children are being placed 6/60 
lbs)

ò Pools/Jacuzzis must be fenced, 
covered and locked (additional 
water safety training may be 
required).

ò After completion of the Orientation

Check, the Foster Parent Educator 
will meet with the members of the 
household for a home evaluation 
and interview. The Home Study is a 
written biography of your family. It 
describes your family dynamics, 
communication style, openness to

MONTHLY PAYMENT

ò After completion of the Orientation 
Packet and during the Home Safety 
Check, the Foster Parent Educator 
will meet with the members of the 
household for a home evaluation 
and interview. The Home Study is a 
written biography of your family. It 
describes your family dynamics, 
communication style, openness to 
change, family stability, family 
history, exploration of marriage 
and/or relationship history, lifestyle, 
expectations of childrenõs needs and 
development and the potentialsõ 
parenting style and behavior 
modification techniques.    

ò Foster Parents are paid a monthly 
stipend per child for the expenses 
that arise from taking a foster child 
into their home. The stipends are 
paid every 15th of the month and 
are ready by 12pm. The amounts 
of the stipends are as follows:

ò Children ages 0-8
$800.00

ò Children ages 9-13
$850.00

ò Children ages 14-18
$900.00
